Information for applicants
Invicta Grammar School is an over subscribed 11-18 selective girls’ school admitting boys into the sixth form.  There are 1300 students on roll including 400 in the mixed sixth form.  Our school is widely recognised as being innovative and highly successful.  We have Business and Enterprise Specialist Status with emphasis on the enterprise culture we aim to create in our school.  We believe this is crucial in encouraging our students, whatever their targets and skills, to be independent, highly motivated achievers who enjoy school and the success it brings.
In our most recent Ofsted inspection, inspectors stated ‘Invicta Grammar is a good school with several outstanding features and has good capacity to bring about further improvement.  It is successful in meeting its aim of enabling its students to achieve well and become lifelong, enterprising, independent learners who are able to take and assume responsibility confidently.’  ‘Students’ personal development is outstanding in all respects’.  ‘Students’ spiritual, moral social and cultural development is excellent’.  ‘Students are provided with an outstanding curriculum both in the main school and in the sixth form.’
All students complete Key Stage 3 at the end of year 8. They then begin 9 GCSE courses which are taken at the end of year 10. In year 11, students follow a combination of GCSE, AS level and enrichment courses. The majority of our students continue their studies into the sixth form.
The school is a wireless environment and all students in years 7 -10 have their own laptop computer for use in lessons and at home. All teaching rooms are equipped with digital projectors and all staff receive a laptop tablet computer.
Students

The school has a wide catchment area, taking students from over 50 primary schools, many of which are situated in small villages within the Kent countryside.  Entry at age 11 is by the Kent Education Committee Selection Procedure, which aims to identify the top 25% of the ability range.  Several students transfer to our school at 16+ from other schools, including a number of boys.  

Staff

We are fully committed to professional development of all our staff.  All new teachers, NQTs and “not so new” staff follow a comprehensive induction programme.  Full support is given to members of support staff and all staff take part in the annual performance management scheme.  We were awarded Investors in People status in March 2003 and again in March 2006.  We have a staffroom committee which organises a variety of social activities.  

Curriculum

Our curriculum at Key Stage 3 (year 7 and 8) includes all the National Curriculum subjects (art & design, English with drama, geography, history, mathematics, modern languages –French, German and Spanish, music, physical education, religious education, design technology, information communication technology and three sciences – biology, chemistry and physics) citizenship and personal and social education.  An options system operates in Key Stage 4, years 9 and 10.  All students have the opportunity to gain eight or nine GCSE grades at the end of year 10 together with two half GCSE courses in religious studies and citizenship and some students study for one or two AS levels.  In year 11, from 2007, students may opt for a variety of AS courses or AS/GCSE taking AS/A2s in the sixth form.  Students from other schools will still be able to join the school to follow either a two year or three year course of A level study.  We offer all Key Stage 3 subjects through to A level together with business studies, economics, media studies, politics, psychology, sociology and drama.  We also offer AVCEs in health and social care, information communication technology and business studies.
In the current lower sixth, students take four or five AS subjects, continuing with at least three to full A level.  They also follow a general studies course which can also be taken at AS or A level.  Key skills are highlighted throughout all subjects.  The majority of our students proceed to courses at universities and in the last academic year all students who made applications found suitable places in higher education.

Academic Standards

We are proud that our students are very successful.  In 2007 100% of students achieved 5+ A*-C grades at GCSE, with 52% at A*/A. At A level, our students achieved a 100% pass rate with an average point score per student of 961 putting Invicta in the top 5% of schools nationally. Value Added scores for KS2 – KS4 (1007) and KS3 – KS4 (1009) put us in the top 20% of schools nationally.
Extra Curricular Activities

Our staff are very dedicated and we offer a wide range of extra curriculum activities.  These include the very popular Duke of Edinburgh scheme, visits abroad to places both near and far e.g. France, Germany, Spain, Italy and Japan and staff have the opportunity to take part in visits if they choose to do so.  

We have a well-earned reputation in a variety of sports and our teams consistently win cups and awards at national and local level.  We also enjoy a widespread reputation for excellence in drama and music.

During the school lunch break and after school, activities are organised by both students and staff to enable students from all years to take part in a wide range of activities.  Some of these are subject based but many are purely for interest and enjoyment. These clubs enter a variety of competitions and so far this academic year we have awards in enterprise, the Lego Challenge (regional winners) and chemistry competitions (national finalists)

 Our charitable events are outstanding.  Students regularly raise £10,000 or more for local, national and international causes.  We encourage students to take part in both day visits and residential visits and we believe these are essential to broaden students’ perspectives not only for curriculum development but also for their own cultural and personal development.

Invicta Grammar school has also achieved a prestigious International School Award. There are many opportunities for staff and students to gain from an international experience and there are visits and links with countries as diverse as Japan, Australia , South Africa and  Yeman as well as our European partners in France, Germany, Spain and Italy
