As a secular, co-educational non-selective school, Chilmington Green School will be 
open to children of all abilities and will be inclusive of all backgrounds. Distance from 
the school will be the main admissions criterion and we will work closely with local 
primary schools to ensure a smooth transition from primary to secondary school for 
all students.
