	Purpose of Job:

The role of the Pool Maintenance Attendant is to maintain a safe, sanitary and attractive swimming pool for pupils, staff and public; controlling swimming pool chemicals; maintaining required logs; ensuring availability of equipment and/or supplies; and complying with health and safety requirements. 

	Outline of Main Duties:

1. Clean/keep free from weeds and leaves assigned school facilities (e.g. swimming pool, surrounding area, pool steps, changing rooms, toilet etc.) to ensure a sanitary and safe condition.
2. Inspect swimming pool, surrounding area, mechanical equipment, etc. for the purpose of ensuring that it is suitable for safe operations, maintained in an attractive and clean condition, and/or identifying necessary repairs.

3. Evaluate equipment function to maintain facilities and/or complying with mandated health requirements.

4. Remove cover prior to swimming lessons and recover after final lesson of the day.

5. Carry out testing prior to and after swimming lessons, including proper chemical and PH rate, adding chemicals as required, for the purpose of complying with mandated health and safety requirements.

6. Assist in maintaining swimming pool equipment (e.g. backwashing filters, pump equipment, etc.) for the purpose of ensuring equipment is in proper working condition.

7. Carry out backwash and add water to the pool as required to ensure safe levels.

8. Send a water sample to the laboratory monthly for biological testing.

9. Vacuum the pool daily before swimming commences.

10. Maintain records to provide an up-to-date reference trail to comply with mandated requirements.

11. Monitor inventory levels of chemicals and other pool maintenance supplies to ensure availability as needed ordering when necessary via the Site Manager.
12. Perform minor repairs to swimming pool equipment and facilities to ensure facilities and equipment are in a safe operating condition.
13. Assist with setup for special events such as swimming galas.

14. Respond to inquiries regarding the swimming pool operations.
15. To store all chemicals securely to ensure access only by authorised personnel.
16. Communicate daily with the site manager.


	Experience, Skills and Attitudes:

1. Proficiency in safely handling hazardous materials is needed to adequately perform this job. Harmful bacteria that prosper in a pool environment have to be controlled by regular and carefully measured amounts of purifying chemicals being mixed into the pool water. 

2. Good record keeping skills to maintain logs of the pool treatment procedures.

3. Basic Maths skills are needed to accurately measure chemicals. 

4. Manual dexterity and general fitness is required to operate maintenance tools that remove leaves and debris from the pool and to remove/put on pool cover.
5. This position requires the ability to bend and stretch to reach all areas of the pool.

6. The position requires an individual who is reliable and able to work hours that can be irregular to accommodate the schedules of swimmers and frequently include early morning and evening work. 



	Scope for impact:

The Pool Maintenance Attendant at Borough Green makes a strong contribution to the school with the swimming pool providing a service to the general public. The maintenance of high standards positively markets the school and provides a facility which all pupils of Borough Green Primary will benefit from.
