The new Principal will work with the residential management team to continue their journey of improvement to deliver high quality care that enables the young people to develop their skills and independence in a safe and caring environment.  

As a result of the changes the school numbers are lower than previously and the interim leadership team are working with Kent County Council to expand the number of day pupils in the school, reflecting their local needs. 

This is an exciting opportunity for a visionary leader to take our school forward to the next stage of its development, providing first class care and education to prepare our young people for their future lives.
