1. Substantial and successful experience in a senior leadership role within a SEN setting with specific experience relating to ASD, preferably as a Headteacher, Interim Headteacher or Deputy Headteacher. 

2. Knowledge of the statutory requirements for the provision of care in residential special schools and children’s homes.  Experience of working in a setting that provides residential care or of working with residential care providers.
3. Experience in the implementation of Positive Behaviour Support for young people who may exhibit challenging behaviour.
4. Excellent understanding of the complexities in relation to safeguarding and promoting the wellbeing of young people with complex disabilities and those living in a residential setting away from home.
5. A demonstrable commitment and positive impact on Equalities and Inclusion for all young people attending the school.

6. An ability to think strategically and provide clear vision and direction working in partnership with the school community, the Governing Board, stakeholders and a wide range of external agencies and local authorities. 
7. An ability to develop policies and plans to implement school priorities and monitor, evaluate and review the impact of these.
8. An ability to work in partnership with strong education, social care and business leadership teams, to delegate appropriately, and to empower others to lead school improvement within a multi-disciplinary environment.
