how to utilise it effectively and professionally for the benefit of the whole school. 

 

2. Teaching & Assessment: 

 Demonstrate consistently high quality and effective planning of lessons and sequences of lessons to 

meet pupils’ individual learning needs. All teaching good; with much deemed to be outstanding. 

 Have an extensive knowledge and understanding of how to use and adapt a range of teaching, learning 

and behaviour strategies to ensure maximum motivation and application. 

 Have an extensive knowledge of the assessment requirements and arrangements for their subject/ 

curriculum area. 

 To use assessment procedures to identify and target individual additional support programmes. 

 Teach engaging and motivating lessons informed by well grounded expectations of learners. 

 Be flexible, creative and adept at designing and refining approaches to teaching that are effective and 

consistently well matched to learning objectives. 

 To set goals that challenge and stretch all pupils of differing backgrounds. 

 To wholly immerse the children in their own learning by providing opportunities to self assess and meet 

their own individual targets identified on a termly basis. 

 

3. Pupil Progress: 

 At least 85% - 90% of all pupils achieve in line with school expectations; with many exceeding them. 

 Have teaching skills, which lead to learners achieving well relative to their prior attainment. 

 Provide high levels of teaching, nurturing & role modelling to ensure the highest levels of progress for 

all children both academically and personally.
