Students will work
with specialist Art Teachers who will encourage them to try new things and
stretch their abilities. The focussed workshops will provide students with the
confidence and ability to express their ideas and prepare them for exceptional
outcomes in GCSE, A Level and Higher Education.

Starting Secondary School

To help make the transition from primary to secondary school as smooth as
possible, we offer a broad programme of events to ensure students feel confident
and prepared ahead of starting Year 7.

Our events include a unigue transition day full of engaging activities, two
traditional induction days for students, as well as an information evening
for parents. New parents and students are also invited to attend one-to-one
meetings with the Senior Leadership Team to discuss their needs and interests.
