Ensuring the classroom and resources are prepared on time as per the instructions
of the Classroom Teacher

Prepare or pre-teach students to ensure that they are able to fully engage with
learning. This will include reminding them of previously learned strategies
Provide, and as appropriate develop, additional resources, models or images to
assist students with their learning

Identify and signal transitions, preparing students for change

Contribute towards evaluating student attainment and progress so that the
information can be used to plan future learning activities

Be fully aware of individual student targets and provide the necessary advice,
