Teaching

· Plan and teach well-structured lessons, following the school’s plans, curriculum and schemes of work.
· Use a range of teaching strategies which engage learners and embed learning into long term memory. 
· Assess, monitor, record and report on the learning needs, progress and achievements of assigned pupils, making accurate and productive use of assessment using the school’s assessment system (Insight) and through ongoing teacher assessment.
· Be a reactive and responsive teacher by adapting teaching to respond to the strengths and needs of pupils.
· Write and review personalised plans, ECHPs and provision maps.
· Set high expectations which inspire, motivate and challenge pupils, so that they can be their best selves and show pride in their work. 
· Promote good progress and outcomes of pupils by analysing and assessing pupils’ work and learning, and planning for their next steps. 
· Demonstrate good subject and curriculum knowledge.
· Participate in arrangements for preparing pupils for external tests (if applicable).
· Promote the safety, wellbeing of pupils and safeguarding of all pupils.
· Maintain good order and discipline among pupils, managing behaviour positively and effectively to ensure a calm and safe learning environment built on mutual respect, care and forgiveness.
· Providing a supportive learning environment which is organised and tidy, and encourages independence in learning.

· Communicate effectively with pupils, parents and carers.
· Contribute to the development, implementation and evaluation of the school’s policies, practices and procedures, so as to support the school’s vision and values and actively support the leadership team.
