Purpose of the Job:

To demonstrate knowledge and understanding of how pupils learn and how this is supported by promoting excellent teaching and learning for all pupils. We are looking for a hardworking and committed team member. 
To take responsibility for the education and welfare of children in accordance with the current School Teachers Pay and Conditions document, having due regard to the requirements of the National Curriculum, school policies and the Teachers Standards.

Key duties and responsibilities:

1. To take responsibility for planning and implementing appropriate work programmes for children.

2. To provide extra-curricular activities in partnership with other teachers within the school and external providers.

3. Implement a curriculum that is highly tailored to meet the diverse needs of pupils
4. To co-produce planned outcomes for pupils regarding EHCP processes. Collaborate with the school’s Therapy teams, families and associated external agencies.

14. To ensure that the school’s aims and objectives regarding the curriculum, equal opportunities are consistently promoted in everyday classroom organisation and practice.
