Core purpose of the post  
• To provide a high quality educational experience for all children.  

General duties and responsibilities  

• To carry out the duties of a schoolteacher as set out in the School Teachers’ Pay and Conditions Document,  
• To continue to meet the required standards for Qualified Teacher Status.  
• To be fully involved in the department including the leading of extra - curricular clubs and activities.  

Knowledge and understanding  

• Understand how pupils’ learning is affected by their physical, intellectual, emotional and social development 
and understand all stages of child development.  

• Have a sound knowledge of the Maths  curriculum.  

Planning, teaching and class management  

• Provide clear structure for lessons and for sequences of lessons, which maintain pace, motivation and 
challenge,  

• Prepare sequences of lessons that ensure students are able to meet requirements for coursework within 
the set timescales,  

• Make effective use of assessment information on pupils’ attainment and progress and in planning future 
lessons,  

• Ensure effective teaching of whole classes, groups and individuals, establishing high expectations of 
behaviour and attainment, so that teaching objectives are met,  

• Monitor and intervene when teaching to ensure sound learning and discipline and maintain a safe

The Mathematic s 

Department  
 
The Mathematics Department at Hillview School for Girls is an enthusiastic and cohesive department.  All 
of the 8 dedicated Mathematics classrooms have an interactive Clevertouch Smartboard.  The department 
makes use of a variety of KS3, KS4 and KS5 textbo oks, access to online platforms and utilises numerous 
different manipulatives to enhance student engagement and understanding.  
 
Staffing  
The Department’s staff includes the 11 teachers (both full time and part time), all graduate specialists.  The 
current management structure comprises of a Director of Maths, Head of KS5 and Head of KS3.  
The department is involved in initial teacher training where staff from the department deliver part of the 
theoretical aspects of teacher training as well as the day - to- day practical mentoring of trainees.  
 
Courses  
Hillview School for Girls has a 2 week timetable that consists of 25 periods per week with each period 
being 1 hour in duration.  In the fortnight, Years 7 and 8 have 7 lessons, Year 9 have 8 lessons, Year 10 
hav e 7 lessons and Year 11 have 8 lessons. Our Schemes of Work are adapted from the national curriculum 
and are planned to give students confidence in tackling practical tasks, solving real - life problems and 
exploring mathematics for its own sake. The emphasi s throughout is on enabling students to develop their 
ability to grasp new ideas, to communicate them and to work independently. The Key Stage 3 course is 
delivered over 2 years and it provides a solid foundation for GCSE Mathematics.  As part of Hillview’ s 
Accelerated Curriculum, Key Stage 4 students start their study in Edexcel Mathematics in Year 9.  Classes 
are set throughout all Key Stages, these are regularly reviewed to ensure students achieve their best 
possible outcomes on either the Foundation or Higher GCSE.  
 
In KS5 we offer students the opportunity to complete AQA A Level Mathematics or AQA Level 3 Certificate 
in Mathematical Studies. Year 12 and 13 GCE students have 10 hours of study per fortnight with an additional 
fortnightly assessment hour w hich is supervised directed study time. Mathematical Studies is taught as 
a one year course over 6 lessons per fortnight as a combined Year 12 and 13 class.  
 
Extracurricular activities  
The department run weekly GCSE and A level revision sessions, with weekly drop - in help sessions 
available to pupils to consolidate or receive help across all Key Stages. The Department is looking to 
expand the enrichment opportunities offered across the de partment including involvement in national and 
local competitions.  In working closely with the STEM co - ordiantor and other subjects,  STEM opportunities 
are offered across the school to all students.  
 
The Post  
We are seeking to appoint a committed member of staff with a passion for Mathematics, who is capable 
and enthusiastic about teaching across all key stages.   
 
The school is committed to staff development and provides excellent opportunities for career 
development.  
 
A key attribute of the successful candidate will be the skill to further develop the talents of highly 
committed and enthusiastic Mathematics teaching and support teams.
