The Key Task

The key task of the speech, language and communication needs (SLCN) Teacher is to plan, deliver, review and evaluate the specialist teaching for pupils with speech, language and communication needs including those with statements of special educational needs throughout the Nursery and Primary phase of the Academy (2-11).  The postholder will also be required to work with colleagues in mainstream classes to raise standards of achievement for all pupils including using evidence – based assessments and interventions for pupils with SLCN.

· work with pupils and teachers to ensure realistic expectations of behaviour and achievement is set for pupils with SLCN;
· support developments and initiatives to improve standards in literacy and numeracy, as well as access to the wider curriculum;
· contribute to IEPs, Provision Maps and Progress Reviews as required;

· contribute to Annual Statement of Special Educational Needs Reviews and other meetings as required;
· plan, deliver, review and evaluate progress of pupils with SLCN;

· liaise with the Examinations Officer to ensure Educational Psychology reports are up to date and provision for pupils with SLCN for all examinations is identified and met;
· provide professional guidance and support to staff throughout the Academy (Primary).
