	Business Studies Department

	The Business Studies Department is proud of the fact that it is one of the most popular subjects in the school and offers a range of certificated courses, including Business Studies and Economics at GCSE.  For Key Stage 5 we offer A Level Applied Business. In addition to the business qualifications we are successful in delivering the Institute of Financial Studies Qualifications at Key Stage 5. 

The Sixth Form Business Studies students not only use local business for research to complete assignments, but have, for several years, taken part in local competitions, e.g. BASE, Business, Accounting and Skills Education Competition which has proved very successful.

It is recognised that to improve the understanding and engagement of students, the exposure and investigation of up to date business issues and real life speakers is extremely useful.  As a result, industry links are well established and the curriculum is constantly enhanced with meaningful, vocational examples including speakers and visits. Enterprise underpins the Business curriculum and all staff input into its continued development. 

There are currently four members of the Business Studies department. Each teaching space has dedicated and extensive technology and members of the Department have a comprehensive knowledge of Information Technology. This is incorporated into the teaching of all Business related courses. Substantial investment by the school in recent years has greatly enhanced the computer facilities available to all.

The school held Specialist Business and Enterprise School designation in recognition of both the strengths of the Business Department and the perception that enterprise skills can be seen to pervade the whole curriculum. It is our expectation that whoever is appointed will have the opportunity to become involved in both these aspects, as well as being able to teach across all courses offered. 

It is anticipated that the successful candidate will be enthusiastic, flexible and innovative, well prepared to take advantage of the exciting opportunities available at the school. A willingness to become involved with extended curricular activities and to work closely with external contacts will be considered essential, as will the ability to work within a series of excellent teams, at departmental, pastoral and whole school levels.

	Fulston Manor is an extremely successful, non-selective school, with a current roll of 1339, which includes a rapidly growing sixth form of almost 300 and intense pressure for places in all other years. In addition to the school’s reputation for academic success and quality pastoral care, we are also involved in a significant amount of work with other schools, both providing intensive support and delivering a wide range of training opportunities. We have close links with local universities and are particularly proud of our staff induction programmes.

Having opened a new £3.7 million Mathematics and English block in 2014 and a similarly costed 6th Form Centre in 2016, plans have been approved for a larger Science and general teaching block, which would complete the regeneration of the site.  These projects, along with the other high quality buildings, ensure that all staff teach within an outstanding learning environment.

As lead school within a multi academy trust, which includes a local primary school, there are numerous opportunities for staff to broaden their own professional experience and to seek career progression within the school. Many of our members of staff have achieved internal promotion and individually tailored development programmes ensure that appropriate training and support is provided for all. Everyone is encouraged to participate in whole school improvement work and we believe that this participation is a major factor in our continuing success.
