Specific Responsibilities

General Duties

work, and any policies of the governing body.

To share in the corporate responsibility for the well-being and discipline of all pupils.

This post requires you to teach pupils in Key Stage 2 initially, but you may be asked
to teacher in Key Stage 1 at a later date.

In addition, you are required to undertake the following responsibilities:

To liaise with parents and build sound relationships with both them and their
children.

To deliver information sessions for parents.
To be fully conversant with the National Curriculum and other national strategies.

To have responsibility for an agreed curriculum area and share knowledge and
ideas in the agreed area as well as lead by personal example.

To demonstrate to other members of staff how to enhance and differentiate within
your agreed curriculum area.
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e To maintain and improve practice by liaising with outside agencies, attending in-
service courses, visiting other schools, personal study and disseminating to and
discussing with other staff.

e To be involved inassessment and target setting within your class.

e To be responsible for ordering, receiving and storing resources as necessary.

e To manage the budget for your class and your potentially agreed curriculum area.
e To encourage parental interest in your potentially agreed curriculum area.
e To promote a high level of display in your classroom and communal area.

e To take assemblies as timetabled.

There is considerable overlap in the areas of responsibility and it is expected that all staff
will work collaboratively to establish and maintain systems and procedures.
