The Department: 
 
The Religion, Philosophy and Ethics Department at Rainham Mark Grammar School is 
outstanding. It is a high performing subject at GCSE and A level. RPE is recognised as 
part of the Core-Curriculum at all levels, in addition to which large numbers of students 
opt to study RPE further at KS4 and KS5. 
 
At KS3 we follow the Medway Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education. Students study 
Christianity, Islam, Hinduism and Buddhism in KS3 as well as learning to think 
philosophically by looking at the arguments for God’s existence and the Problem of Evil.  
 
At KS4 students can opt to take a GCSE in RS. They follow the AQA Syllabus A 
(Christianity and Buddhism). All Year 10 and 11 students follow an Ethics and Values 
course for one lesson per fortnight.  
 
In the Sixth Form good numbers opt to take the subject following the Cambridge Pre-U 
Philosophy and Theology course.  
 
The department is staffed by an enthusiastic team of experienced teachers who play an 
active part in the wider life of the school.
